All property to be sold has been donated to BOMB Magazine and has undertaken no independent research with respect to the authenticity of any property identified in this catalogue.

(b) All property is sold "as is" and neither Livet reichard CO., NOR BOMB MAGAZINE makes any representations or warranties of any kind or nature, express or implied, with respect to the property, and in no event shall either of them be responsible for the correctness, nor be deemed to have made any representation or warranty of description, genuineness, attribution, provenance or condition of the property. No statement in this catalogue or made at the sale or in any bill of sale or invoice or elsewhere shall be deemed such a representation or warranty, express or implied, as to whether the purchaser acquires any reproduction rights in the property.
